an Apprentice, selected by British Glass, was awarded the "Best Apprentice of the
Year" trophy. (This was renamed "The Apprentice of the Year" in 2015). As part of
our involvement with the Glass Academy and Women in Manufacturing, we
became involved in the selection process in 2013. From 2014/15 British Glass took
over and produced suitably engraved glass trophies, certificates, and organised
everything. The Livery serves on the judging panel, makes the presentations, and
issues invitations for the winners to dine with them in London.
